Teaching notes for Quilting-on-the-Go
General Guidelines;

· Encourage students to make a six, nine or twelve block (max) quilt to start with. It needs to be achievable and something that they will finish, whilst going through all the processes successfully.

· Their first quilt should be about the process of construction, not the ultimate quilt that they have always wanted to make, that can be the next quilt!
· I spread the class over 2 days with at least a month in between for the blocks to be sewn and quilted, ready to be put together on day two. To keep an eye on progress, encourage the class to return to the shop for a chat and sew 2hours every other week. Offer coffee, and use it as a chance to answer questions, and show them what’s new in the shop.

· On day two of the class all the blocks will be ready to go together, and this is what will be achieved on that day.

· Offer a free piece of fabric to make the bag from in the book for them to keep their quilting-on-the-go in. This could be a 2hr class after the first day when the blocks are started.

· Stress the manageability of the project by never having to baste a whole quilt together.

Some ideas for classes based on the book Quilting-on-the-Go

1. Using the Toile Panel Quilt
Substitute any pre printed panel here and that way the blocks don’t have to be pieced. Quilt around the motifs, for no marking needed quilting. Great for beginners.
2. Using the French Floral quilt

You can use 2 packets of charm squares here, just cut to size to make this easy to kit. 

3. Combining this with Utility Quilting

Use pearl thread and big stitches to quilt the blocks.

4. Adapt the ideas for learning to machine quilt

Use the quilts as a good way to practice machine quilting on small sections that easily go together for a quilt.

5. Crayon Box Quilt

Kit this up using Jelly Rolls™.
