Utility Quilting- Teaching notes
Some ideas for classes based on the book Utility Quilting.

1) Use the Coffee Cosy project as something to kit up for a 2hr class. Include all the supplies for the cosy that needs a binding. In the class they can layer the sandwich together with 505, and then practice some of the stitches.

This is an easy class for students to drop in for.

The class fee includes the price of the kit.

Invite students back for a free coffee to use their cosy on the following week, and use this as a chance to introduce them to new products or things related to the book.

2) Use the Sampler Quilt project as the class. I have the students’ pre sew the top and baste it. On the day we work through the stitches row by row. For the Amish wave border design I show how this is made and they then make their own template for their quilt. I also show how to make the cable template for those who would rather have that on their quilt.

3) Have a class that concentrates on the quilting design aspect of the work, where students work through with paper, pen and scissors to see how to create the simple utility designs for their quilts.

4) Combine this with Quilting-on-the-Go, by sewing the blocks for the Toile Quilt, but with a plain or striped fabric as the centre. On this they then mark lines and practice the stitches. The blocks are then easily put together with the Quilting-on-the-Go technique.
